A STOCK CLINIC WITH LINDA BELL


Linda Bell, (Winslide Stockdogs), is a member of the Australian Shepherd Club of America (ASCA) and a judge for the American Herding Breed Association (AHBA). She has been training and trialing Australian Shepherds for more than 10 years.  Linda is a nationally known and respected competitor and trainer, and holds clinics and private lessons at her ranch in Georgetown, TX.  Her dog, Winslow, was 2005 National Finals Cattle Champion; 2004 National Finals Sheep Champion, National Finals Duck Champion and 3rd in Cattle, earning High Combined at the National Finals as well as at the National Stock trial.  He was Reserve Champion in sheep at the 2002 and 2003 National Stockdog Finals.  In 2002, they won High Combined at Nationals.  Winslow has also attained the AKC HX herding excellent level in sheep and ducks, and holds a HTCH title for AHBA as well. Her next dog, Luca, has completed her Working Trial Champion (WTCH) title in ASCA as well as finishing 4th place at the National Finals in Cattle and Ducks. Her youngest trialing dog, Eli, won Most Promising Started dog at the National trial in September 2006, and earned his WTCH title in one weekend in October of 2006, and just finished 4th in the nation on cattle.   She has also trained and trialed a Border Collie to a Working Trial Champion title in ASCA and the AKC title of HSs, as well as a Corgie to his STDcsd ASCA titles, his AHBA titles, HTDIsd, HTDIId, HRDIs as well as his AKC titles of HSsd.  She handled him at the Corgi Nationals and won High in Trial at the all breed National competition.  Combining her knowledge of different breeds' working styles with her experience as a certified teacher in agriculture, she helps clinic participants not only understand what to do, but why and how to do it.  Her philosophy is that it is just as important to train the handler on stock as it is the dog.

At this 2-day clinic, participants will be instructed on the fundamentals of stock and herding concepts.  Specifically, they will learn how to read their stock, where to position themselves and their dog in the arena, and how to place the dog where it needs to be.  
Linda will illustrate many of these concepts through the use of demonstrations, and "hands on" experience.  Throughout the weekend, handlers and dogs will work the stock. at the level each dog requires.  Additionally, beginning handlers will have the chance to work with other handlers to understand the concepts.  

This clinic is geared toward handlers at all levels of experience and the stock competitor in AHBA, AKC and ASCA.  Herding breeds only, please.
